Children with Rett Syndrome appear to develop normally until 6 to 18 months of age when they enter a period of regression, losing speech and motor skills. Most develop repetitive hand movements, irregular breathing patterns, seizures and extreme motor control problems. Rett Syndrome leaves its victims profoundly disabled, requiring maximum assistance with every aspect of daily living. There is no cure.

Research for a treatment and cure has accelerated since the discovery of the gene that is responsible for this disorder.   In early 2007, it was found that the disorder is reversible.  This was based on laboratory studies on a mouse model.  This has led to an acceleration of research in attempts to find drug therapies and a cure.  The doctors and researchers are extremely hopeful!  With your help, we can do it!

Locally, the Garms Family of Southold has a young daughter who is suffering from Rett Syndrome.  Rachel is a beautiful child who requires constant specialized assistance.  Her family is truly dedicated to this cause.
